Sharps Injury Prevention in Medical Facilities

In 2000 the CDC estimated that healthcare workers in hospital settings annually sustain over 300,000 percutaneous injuries involving contaminated sharps.  Add in non-hospital settings, the estimate jumps to over 500,000.  Various numbers have been estimated, but we know that historically a lot of healthcare workers have sustained injuries from contaminated sharps.  NIOSH has determined that the cost of a follow up for each needle stick injury has reached over $3,000 even when no infection occurs.  The American Hospital Association estimates a cost of $1 million for one case of serious bloodborne pathogens infection.  These amounts of money will buy a lot of devices with engineered sharps injury protection (safer sharps).  And we must not forget that workers’ lives are at stake.

For these reasons, among others, TOSHA is conducting a targeting initiative on sharps injury prevention.  Under the initiative, TOSHA is visiting all hospitals and ambulatory surgical centers to determine if the facilities are in compliance with TOSHA rules and regulations concerning this issue.   TOSHA is considering expanding the initiative to other types of medical facilities, including, but not limited to, doctors and dentist offices.  

If you are responsible for employee safety and health or for a sharps injury prevention program in a medical facility, this seminar is for YOU.  Everything TOSHA inspectors will look for in your facility will be disclosed and explained to you.  The seminar will be conducted by actual TOSHA inspectors who will tell you what they will do in your facility i.e. what they had already done in hundreds of medical facilities in Tennessee.  It’s not hard and their insights, interpretations, and expectations will help you comply and help you protect your employees.
